1933–1939. Fifth Aliyah, mainly from Germany. 

1917–1948. During the period of the British Mandate of Palestine. 

1948–1967. Since the Declaration of Independence and until the Six-Day War. 

1989 Start of mass immigration of Jews from former Soviet Union. 

1967 to today. The last physical Aliyah is happening.
